| am deeply gratified that the Grand Rapids community has come forward to
support the vision I’ ve had to place a monument of Mrs. Rosa Parks in downtown
Grand Rapids at Rosa Parks Circle. This has been a tremendous undertaking by so
many dedicated persons, namely the Rosa Parks Scul pture Committee, Community
Relations Commission and city staff. It was made possible through the generous
donations received from community donors.

This marks the first time an African American has been so honored in Grand
Rapids. Because Mrs. Parks refused to give up her seat to a white man on a
Montgomery, Alabama bus on December 1, 1955, she was arrested and became the
catalyst for ayear long boycott of the busses by the African American community.
Their determination and perseverance to resist riding the busses - at great hardship
to themselves - was finally resolved when the United States Supreme Court ruled
that segregation of the races on public transportation wasillegal in America.

The Rosa Parks memorial stands as a symbol of recognition that any form of
discrimination against any person should not be tolerated. Rosa Parks became a
heroine because of her willingness to remain seated when she knew she would be
arrested for disobeying the existing apartheid law of the south which was
considered a normally accepted practice at that time.

On June 30, 2009, the Rosa Parks Sculpture Committee launched its “Stand Up
For Rosa Parks” campaign, and we have proudly had those words inscribed on the
base of the statue to salute the courageous action taken by our heroinein 1955.

ABOUT THE PROJECT

“Stand UP for Rosa Parks’

Rosa Parks now has a home in Grand Rapids, Michigan at the gateway to Rosa Parks Circle. After years
of planning and thoughtful deliberation, after a national search for an artist who could bring this vision
to life, and through the tremendous generosity of the Grand Rapids community, a scul pture depicting the
image of Rosa Parks now stands as a proud tribute to this civil rightsicon. Its placement has transformed
the city’s landscape with her likeness as a reminder of her life's work and a commemoration to those
who fought for the equality and civil rights of others. With the dedication of this sculpture, the
community has answered the call to “Stand Up for Rosa Parks.” She stands today next to a seat of
honor at the park that bears her name.

Placement of this scul pture completes a journey that began nearly a decade ago following the renaming
and dedication of Rosa Parks Circle. The sculpture’s addition to the park is the latest of many changes
that have taken place on this site. For more than 150 years the space the park occupies has been a vita
part of Grand Rapids and has been associated as being the heart of the city — first as Grab Corners, later
as Campau Square and now as Rosa Parks Circle. The 3.5-acre park is situated on a triangular piece of
land and includes three sculpture elements with a skating rink as the central focus and two buildings.
The park was designed by artist and architect Maya Lin, who is renowned for designing the Vietnam
Veterans Memoria in Washington, D.C. Her work entitled “Ecliptic” was inspired by the Grand River
and her vision for the park was for it to serve as a “green respite in the heart of the city.” City
Commissioners named the park Rosa Parks Circle and it was dedicated in September 2001.

While Rosa Parks Circle bore the name of the civil rights hero, the artistic design of the park did not
specifically commemorate her life or bear her likeness. There was only an etched plaque that provided
limited historical and biographical information about Rosa Parks. The nationa relevance of this woman
and the prominence of her name at the park gave rise to the proposal to erect a sculpture that honors
Rosa Parks in more than name.

In January 2007, the City of Grand Rapids Community Relations Commission (CRC) authorized
immediate past CRC Chair Armand Robinson to head the Rosa Parks Sculpture Project. The purpose of
the Rosa Parks Scul pture Project was to commission a qualified sculptor to design a new public art piece
honoring Rosa Parks for installation around the perimeter of Rosa Parks Circle by September 30, 2010.
It was determined by the City of Grand Rapids Community Relations Commission (CRC) that the
design of the piece should be feasible in cost, time frame, and physical placement as well as appropriate
in artistic design, aesthetic and relevance to the community. Subsequent discussions made it possible to
proceed with this project including gaining approval from artist Maya Lin to place the finished work in
close proximity to Rosa Parks Circle. In January 2008, the Rosa Parks Sculpture Committee was
established to carry out the many tasks associated with the project.

In April 2009, the project gained momentum when the first phase of the fundraising campaign was
completed. After several generous contributions, $150,000 was secured to fund the Sculpture Design &
Creation process. By the end of the year the Rosa Parks Scul pture Committee had effectively reached its
$350,000 fundraising goal and turned its attention to the daunting task of finding the artist who would
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complete the project. In August 2009, that task was accomplished when internationally renowned
sculptor Ed Dwight of Denver, Colorado was selected as the artist for this project.

The installation of Dwight’'s bold and inspiring interpretation of Rosa Parks introduces a major new
artistic work that adds to the growing image of Grand Rapids as a national destination for the viewing
and appreciation of public art. The dedication of the Rosa Parks Scul pture on September 30, 2010, has at
long last brought into being a fitting tribute to the “Mother of the Civil Rights Movement” that can be
enjoyed by all who visit Rosa Parks Circle.

ROSA PARKS BIOGRAPHY

“I WOULD LIKE TO BEREMEMBERED ASA PERSON WHO WANTED TO
BE FREE SO OTHER PEOPLE WOULD AL SO BE FREE'

Rosa Louise McCauley Parks was an ordinary woman that went on to live an
extraordinary life. Internationally renowned as the Mother of the Modern Civil
Rights Movement and a human rights activist who refused to give up her seat on a
segregated bus, Mrs. Parks showed us all how to live, regardless of circumstances,
in quiet human dignity with kindness and devotion to othersin need. She wanted to
be remembered most for her love of children everywhere and her work to educate
them.

James and Leona Edwards McCauley became the proud parents of their first child,
Rosa Louise McCauley, on February 4, 1913, in Tuskegee, Alabama. Her
compassion was evident early on when the teenage Rosa set aside her dreams of
becoming an educator to lovingly care for her ill grandmother and then later, her
mother.

Her parents instilled in young Rosa the importance of faith. The church was an important spiritual and social
influence in her life. She formally joined the African Methodist Episcopal Church as ayoung girl in Pine Level,
Alabama, where she experienced circuit churches. After moving to Montgomery, Alabama, at age eleven, she
attended Mrs. White's School for Girls. Rosa later chose St. Paul African Methodist Episcopal as her home
church in Montgomery.

Taking her first step toward her destiny, Rosa married Raymond Parks, a barber by trade, in December, 1932. In
1931, Raymond Parks, a socia activist, led the legal defense fund to free the Scottsboro Boys — nine black men
who were falsely accused of raping awhite Alabamawoman. Mrs. Parks was inspired by her husband, whom she
affectionately called “Parks.”

Rosa Parks joined the Montgomery NAACP in 1943 at the request of her childhood friend, Johnnie Rebecca Carr.
Raymond Parks, already a member in good standing with the local NAACP, took a no-nonsense approach to civil
rights and believed in economic empowerment for blacks. Mrs. Parks diligently worked at all levels of the
organization. At the local level, she struggled against literacy tests and poll taxes and fought for voter
registration. On both the local and state levels, she became the firsthand resource for President E. D. Nixon. In
1946, she exercised her right to vote for the first time. Thiswas after her third try at taking the literacy test, which
had been incorrectly scored earlier due to racia discrimination.

While championing the causes of black women who were raped and young black men falsely accused of rape,
Mrs. Parks always made time for young people and often read to children in her community. In 1949, she became
the Montgomery NAACP youth group advisor, which under her leadership, blossomed into the Y outh Council by
1953. Children gravitated to her, and she loved interacting with them, yet the Y outh Council was far from a
socia circle. Angered that black children were nearly without access to library books, Mrs. Parks led them on a
mighty, yet unsuccessful, protest to integrate Montgomery’s public library. In her protest against the library and
other segregated facilities, she always encouraged polite behavior and neat appearance, a testament to her quiet
strength.

On December 1, 1955, Mrs. Parks was ordered to surrender her seat to a white male buss passenger. She refused.
During and after the ensuing 381-day Montgomery Bus Boycott, Mr. and Mrs. Parks were under persistent threats
of violence and they both lost their jobs.

Mrs. Parks only sibling, Sylvester McCauley, convinced the family (Rosa, Raymond, and her mother, Leona
Edwards McCauley) to move from Montgomery to Detroit, Michigan. Unfortunately, a different kind of racial
and economic hardship awaited them up north. Work was difficult to obtain, and Mrs. Parks was forced to leave
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her husband and mother in Detroit while she accepted a position at Hampton University in Virginia as
hostessymanager of the college's campus guesthouse. The separation proved too much for this family person at
heart, and in 1959, she returned to Detroit. She transferred her membership within the African Methodist
Episcopal church and later become a deaconess at St. Matthews AME Church of Detroit.

Even as she continued her leadership work within the movement — attending the 1963 march on Washington and
the 1965 march from Selma to Montgomery — her dedication to its ideals far outweighed her daily living
concerns. Crisscrossing the country with multiple guest appearances with only her expenses paid, Mrs. Parks was
devoted to her passionate message of justice and equality. She faced irregular employment and would have faded
into anonymity had it not been for social and labor activist friends of the family, Louise Tappes, Sheldon Tappes,
and O’ Neil Swanson.

Mrs. Parks worked as a seamstress at the Stockton Sewing Company in Detroit, Michigan, earning 75 cents per
piece completed. It was at the Stockton Company that she met Elaine Eason, a sixteen-year-old that would
become her lifelong friend. Mrs. Parks' life finally changed in 1965 when Representative John Conyers asked her
to help on his first campaign for Congress. She introduced him to Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., who endorsed his
campaign. After John Conyers won the election, she was hired as a congressional staff member. She remained a
dedicated, efficient and compassionate member of his staff for the next 23 years.

In 1977, Mrs. Parks lost both her dear brother and her beloved husband to cancer. Two years later, her mother
succumbed to cancer. During this bleak period in her life, Mrs. Parks kept her unyielding faith and continued to
work to improve the lives of others, especially young people. Ten years after the death of her husband, Mrs.
Parks formalized her vision for youth development through the founding of the Rosa and Raymond Parks I nstitute
for Self Development with her friend Elaine Eason Steele. Establishing the non-profit Institute uniquely served
her purpose by honoring her husband’s memory and answering her own calling to serve children. She retired
from Congressman Conyers office in 1988 and committed herself full-time to the Institute where her
involvement with young people was profound. Since its inception eighteen years ago, more than 7,000 students
have directly benefited from this activist’ slove, experience and wisdom.

Mrs. Parks often said, “As long as people use tactics to oppress or restrict other people from being free, there is
work to be done.” Her act that challenged what was considered “normal” became her life's work, influencing and
creating a better life for many Americans, both young and old. In recognition of her life as a testament to this
ideal, she was nominated for a Nobel Peace Prize. Further Mrs. Parks was the recipient of countless honorary
doctorates and awards including the NAACP Springarn Medal, The United States President’s Medal of Freedom
and the Congressional Gold Medal of Honor. Distinguished world leaders have sought out her wisdom, from
Nelson Mandela, Disuku lkeda to Pope John Paul Il. Throughout it al, Rosa Parks maintained a powerful
humility, an unwavering faith in God, a passion for peace, a commitment to justice and equality and alove for al,
especially children.

On Monday, October 24, 2005, at 7:20 p.m., Mrs. Rosa McCauley Parks departed this life in quiet dignity in her
home with her longtime friend who was like a daughter to her, Elaine Eason Steele, and one of her doctors, Dr.
Sharon Oliver. Asthe last generational survivor of her family, she leaves to cherish her memory one aunt, Golda
Stenson, thirteen nieces and nephews, and a host of great-nieces and nephews, cousins, friends and cultivators of
peace and justice throughout the world.

ABOUT THE ARTIST

ED DWIGHT

A man whose resume reads. former Air Force Test Pilot, America® first
African American Astronaut Candidate, Computer Systems Engineer,
Aviation Consultant, restaurateur, real estate developer, and construction
entrepreneur can best be described as a true renaissance man. Ed Dwight
has succeeded in all these areas. However, for the last 30 years, Ed has
focused his direction on fine art and sculpture, large scale memorial, and
public art projects. Since his art career began in 1978, after attaining his
MFA in Sculpture from the University of Denver, Ed Dwight has become
one of most prolific and insightful sculptorsin America.

Born and raised in Kansas City, Kansas, Ed left in 1953 to join the U.S. Air

Force. After completing pilot training, he served as a military fighter pilot

and obtained a degree in Aeronautical Engineering from Arizona State

University. In 1961, Dwight was chosen by President John F. Kennedy to
enter training as an Experimental Test Pilot in preparation to become the first African American
Astronaut candidate. Ed completed the Experimental Test Pilot course, and entered Aerospace Research
Pilot training, successfully completing the course and performed duties as a fully qualified Aerospace
Research Pilot. Three years after the death of President Kennedy, Ed left the military, and entered
private life.

In 1966, Ed took a position with the IBM Corporation as a Marketing Representative & Systems
Engineer. After leaving IBM, Ed became an Aviation Consultant for a Dalas firm, as well as
performing pilot duties with Executive Aviation. This was followed by the development of a restaurant
chain. In 1970, Ed founded Dwight Development Associates, Inc., areal estate and land development &
construction company, & became one of the larger real estate development entrepreneurs in Denver.
Ed’s childhood dream was to become an artist, but was encouraged by his father to become an engineer.
Hisfirst serious artistic endeavor, however, began with a commission to create a scul pture of Colorado’s
first Black Lt. Governor, George Brown. With little formal art training, this opportunity was soon
followed by a commission from the Colorado Centennial Commission: to create a series of bronzes
entitled “Black Frontier in the American West” which depicted the contribution of African Americansto
the opening of the West. Few facts were known about Black pioneers, explorers, trappers, farmers, and
soldiers. So Ed, using his new developed and unique artistic style, opened the minds of viewers to this
unknown history of the American West. The series of 50 bronzes was on exhibit for several years
throughout the U.S. The series gained widespread acceptance and critical acclaim.

Ed® childhood dream was to be an artist, however, his life experiences and passion for the arts, have
really shaped him into the prolific artist he is today. His innate ability to create life and breathe soul and
mobility into his works, provides collectors with a unique and spectacular work that involves the viewer
in the creative process. The "negative space" concept, which was developed by Ed early in his career,
can be seen throughout his Jazz Series. This concept has been emulated by many artists, and today is
commonplace in the art universe. Today Ed is moving into new areas, still creating new concepts in art
while continuing to enchant the public with his unique gift of storytelling through his hands, as a
scul ptor.
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ED DWIGHT

Ed has been inundated with public art projects throughout the country. His most active year was 2001,
unveiling four major monuments including the first bi-national monument dedicated to the International
Underground Railroad Movement in Detroit, Ml and Windsor, Canada; the African American History
Monument on the Capitol Grounds in Columbia, SC, and a memoria to George Washington Williams,
the first Black legidlator in the State of Ohio; installed in the State Capitol in Columbus, OH.

To date, Ed has created over 100 memorials, monuments and public art installations, as well as some
18,000 gallery level sculptures. Included is the largest Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. memorial, to date,
installed in Denver, CO.

Other major installations underway include:
The John Hope Franklin Memorial in Tulsa, OK;
a tribute to the destruction of the Black Town of Greenwood, OK in the 1921 Tulsa Race Riot,
where hundreds of Blacks were killed and the entire town burned to the ground;
The first sculpture of both Dr. Martin Luther King and Coretta Scott King for Allentown, PA;
A monument to the great activist Denmark Vesey for the City of Charleston, SC.

Ed was commissioned to create the complete life size inaugural scene of the Inauguration of President
Barack Obama. It includes the President, the First Lady, Michelle, First Daughters, Sasha & Milia, and
Chief Justice John Roberts administering the oath of office. The premier exhibit opened at the Colorado
Historical Museum, and it is presently on display at the Smithsonian at Colonial Williamsburg.

Ed Dwight Sculpture Studios, Inc., located in Denver, CO operates a Studio, Gallery, and Foundry in a
25,000 sg.ft. facility. Since al the research for all the memorialsis conducted in-house, the studio enjoys
one of the larger historical based book, video, DVD collections in the country. The studio is composed
of a Design Department; Creative Sculpture, Mold, Casting, Metal Finishing & Patina Departments. We
also operated our own shipping department, as well as a wood fabrication area. The studio has the
capacity to create & develop art projects using a full range of metals, plastics, other materials. The art
galery is open for viewing & maintains a full range of Ed’s sculptures for your perusal. The studio is
open for visits, preferably by appointment.
